PURPOSE OF THIS LEGISLATION: to allocate $540,528 from the UUFB to
Rehoboth Christian School to pay for student transportation costs, a Navajo language
teacher, summer school opportunities, new furniture in the Special Ed classroom, and

new HVAC/air conditioning in the Elementary School.

21 SECTION ONE. AUTHORITY
22 A.The Navajo Nation established the Health, Education, and Human Services Committee
23 (“HEHSC”) as a Navajo Nation Council standing committee, and as such gave HEHSC the
24 authority to oversee the education initiatives of the Navajo Nation by promoting academic
25 excellence and culturally relevant education. 2 N.N.C. §401(C)(2).
26 B. The Navajo Nation established the Budget and Finance Committee (“BFC”) as a Navajo
27 Nation Council standing committee, and as such empowered BFC to review and
28 recommend to the Navajo Nation Council the management of all funds. 2 N.N.C. §300(A),
29 and §301(B)(2).
30 C. The Navajo Nation Council established the Naabik’iyati’ Committee as a Navajo Nation

standing committee, and proposed legislation requiring final action by the Navajo Nation
Council shall be assigned to the Naabik’iyati’ Committee. 2 N.N.C. §164(A)(9) and
§700(A).

. The Navajo Nation Council is the governing body of the Navajo Nation, with the authority

to approve supplemental appropriations. 2 N.N.C. §102(A), 12 N.N.C. §820(L).

. Pursuant to 12 N.N.C. §820(L): “[t]he Navajo Nation Council may adopt and approve

supplemental appropriations to the Annual Comprehensive Budget during the fiscal year.
Supplemental appropriations of General Funds within the current fiscal year are permitted,
if and when additional sources of revenues above and beyond the initial or current revenue
projections are projected and which are also in excess of the reserve amount set forth at

§820(J).”

. The Title 12 Supplemental Appropriation requirements include:

1. All requests for annual operating funds and supplemental funds shall be submitted to
the Office of Management and Budget (“OMB”) for budget impact analysis. 12 N.N.C.
§820(M).

2. When the Controller identifies additional sources of revenues above and beyond the
initial or current revenue projections, supplemental appropriations may be approved by
the Navajo Nation Council. 12 N.N.C. §820(L).

. Supplemental Appropriations made from non-recurring revenues shall only be made for

I

non-recurring operations or purposes, as set forth at §820(F). The Controller of the
Navajo Nation shall be responsible for the designation of recurring and non-recurring
revenues. 12 N.N.C. §820(L).

4. The Navajo Nation Code provides: “[t]he Nation shall restrict non-recurring revenues
to budget non-recurring expenditures. In addition, non-recurring revenues will be
budgeted only after an examination by the Controller to determine whether or not the
revenues are subsidizing an imbalance between recurring revenues and expenditures,
and expenditures may be authorized only if a long-term (three-five year) forecast shows
that the operating deficit will not continue. Otherwise, non-recurring revenues will be
added to the Unreserved, Undesignated Fund balance. This provision may be amended

or waived by a two-thirds vote of the full Navajo Nation Council.” 12 N.N.C. §820(F).
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SECTION TWO. FINDINGS

A. The Rehoboth Christian School (“RCS”) has submitted a letter, dated October 5, 2021,
attached as EXHIBIT A. RCS is seeking supplemental funding from the Unreserved,
Undesignated Fund Balance (“UUFB”) to provide education to its students and to meet
other needs of RCS. According to this letter, 75% of RCS students are Native American,
and most of these students are enrolled Navajo Nation members.

B. RCS’ supplemental funding proposal in the amount of $540,528, along with budget forms
and related documents, including Appendix K “Supplemental Funding Proposal
Summary,” are attached as EXHIBIT B. RCS’ required grant application is attached as
EXHIBIT C.

C.Regarding this UUFB funding request, the Controller may be asked to satisfy the
requirements of 12 N.N.C. §820(L) by memorandum, or telephonically or in person when
this matter is heard by the Navajo Nation Council.

D. Regarding this UUFB funding request, the OMB may be asked to provide the budget
impact statement required by 12 N.N.C. §820(M) by memorandum, or telephonically or in
person when this matter is heard by the Navajo Nation Council.

E. The Bahastl’ah Chapter through Resolution BAH-21-04-29-015, attached as EXHIBIT D,
supports RCS’ request for this funding.

SECTION THREE. APPROVING AN ALLOCATION OF $540,528 FROM THE
UUFB TO REHOBOTH CHRISTIAN SCHOOL
A.The Navajo Nation hereby approves $540,528 in supplemental funding out of the
Unreserved, Undesignated Fund Balance to the Rehoboth Christian School, as requested
in EXHIBIT B and for the purposes explained in EXHIBIT A.
B. This supplemental appropriation of $540,528 shall be from that amount of funds that
exceeds the minimum fund balance of the Unreserved, Undesignated Fund Balance, as

determined by the Office of the Controller.

SECTION FOUR. EFFECTIVE DATE
This Act shall become effective as provided in 2 N.N.C. §221(B) and 2 N.N.C. §164(A)(17).
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SECTION FIVE. SAVING CLAUSE

~ If any provision of this Act is determined invalid by the Navajo Nation Supreme Court or a

District Court of the Navajo Nation, without appeal to the Navajo Nation Supreme Court, the

remainder of this Act shall remain the law of the Navajo Nation.

1. Pursuant to NNC Tile 26; Chapter 1, Section 3(a) under the Local Governance act, the Bahast]l’ah
Chapter is a recognized certified Chapters(s) of the Navajo Nation Government as;

2. Pursuant to 26 NNC Title 26; Section 1 (B ) the Bahastl’ah Chapter is vested to review and
recommend all matters affecting community to make appropriate corrections when necessary and to
make recommendations to the Navajo Nation and other local agencies for appropriate actions and;

3. Bahastl’ah Chapter Community members is aware that Rehoboth Christian School accommodates and
provides academic services for the community children based on its location and alleviates the need for
parents to send their children to other schools and;

4. Rehoboth has historically been committed to providing education for Navajo students. Today 75% of
Rehoboth students are Native Americans and;

5. Currently Rehoboth Christian School have 393 students from many chapters of the Navajo Nation.
Our students come from a 3,000 square miles area.

6. Rehoboth Christian School has listed several projects for possible funding which would benefit the
students as follows and;

A. Navajo Language Teacher and Resources $60,000.00
Rehoboth Christian School teaches Navajo language from K-12. Currently we have a K-8 teacher
and a 9-12 teachers who serve and;
