B. The Health, Education and Human Services Committee of the
Navajo Nation Council, pursuant to 2 N.N.C. § 400(C) (3)
oversees matters relating to veteran services.

C. 1e Naab: 'iyé&ti' Committee 1is a standing committee of e
Navajo Nation Council. Pursuant to 2 N.N.C. § 1l¢ (B} (9),
the committee reviews proposed legislation which : juires

final action by the Navajo Nation Council.

L. ne Budget and Finance Committee is npowered to review and
recommend t¢ the Navajo Nation Council the budgeting,
appropriation, investment and management of all funds. 2
N.N.C. § 301 (B) (2)

E. The Navajo Nation Council enacts laws and sets policy for
the Navajc Nation. 2 N.N.C. § 102.

SECTION TWO. FINDINGS

A. The t} rajo Nation Veterans Trust Fund was established by
the Navajo Naticn Council through Resolution CJY-46-¢
approved in 1998.

amcunt to provide constru¢ ion of up to 15 homes equitably
in each of their respective agencies using all possible
assistance program funds that such veterans may qualify for
to construct as many homes as possible and provide iner
home renovations and repairs for Navajo Veterans.

Should any provision of this Act 1 determined inve id by the
Navajo Nation Sup: ae Court or the District Courts of the Navajo
Nation, without appeal to the Navajo Naticn Supreme Court, the
remainder of the Act shall remain the aw of the Navajo Nat »sn.
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SECTION SIX. EFFECTIVE DATE

The provisions of this Act shall become effective in accord with
